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Kingwood Lacrosse – Hotel / Travel Policy  
 

As representatives of the Kingwood community, the high schools and of KWLAX; Kingwood Lacrosse players should always maintain responsible and respectful behavior while on a trip.  This is particularly important while at the hotel, restaurants and fields.
Traveling and staying in hotels for out of town tournaments is a fun privilege the players enjoy during the season.  This privilege will continue to be made available to players provided the following rules are adhered to:
 

Always travel in a group or at least in two’s.  No one is allowed to leave the hotel property without permission from a coach or chaperone. Follow the curfew and lights out set out by the coaches.  Be in your room at curfew, not in a teammate’s.
 

Respect the other guests in the hotel by not roaming, running, playing or yelling in the hallways, stairwells, elevators or restrooms.  Do not; under any circumstance enter someone's room that is not a member of your team.  Do not bring anyone into your room that is not a member of your team.
 

Please keep your personal belongings tidy and do your share to keep your room clean.  Anything that is damaged in your room during your stay will be replaced at your expense.
 

Anyone found using or possessing alcohol, tobacco or drugs will be sent home immediately, at your parents' expense.
Any player who, in the coach’s sole judgment, appears to be impaired as a result of using drugs or alcohol will not be permitted to compete. Coaches or chaperones are hereby authorized to inspect the room and belongings of any player who the coach or chaperone suspects are in possession of such substances. Any player refusing or impeding such inspection will be sent home at his own expense and suspended for the remainder of the season.
Travel to the tournament will be provided by four 15-passenger vans driven by Coaches and / or parents. No insurance coverage will be provided by Humble ISD, Kingwood Lacrosse Club or the rental agency for injuries that occur during transportation to, from, or during the tournament. Your son's US Lacrosse membership provides supplemental insurance coverage after your primary health insurance is exhausted. If you are uncomfortable with these arrangements, you may wish to make alternative travel plans for your son to, from and during the tournament.
