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KWLAX Substance Abuse Policy

In conjunction with Humble ISD Training Policy                                
In our continuing effort to ensure that participation in Kingwood Lacrosse Club Inc. (“KWLAX”) programs and activities is safe and enjoyable, KWLAX has implemented the following Substance Abuse Policy. The intent of this Policy is to work in conjunction with Humble Independent School District (“the ISD”) policies to discourage KWLAX registrants from making inappropriate choices regarding alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs and related paraphernalia (any “Prohibited Substance”). The policy is designed to generally discourage the use of Prohibited Substances among students registered in KWLAX activities (“Athletes”), and specifically to identify and sanction registrants who possess or use Prohibited Substances during lacrosse seasons.

Policy:
  KWLAX requires that Athletes refrain from possessing or using Prohibited Substances. 
Enforcement Protocol:  Enforcement of this Policy will include, but not be limited to, the following protocol:

1) Kingwood Lacrosse coaches, selected officers, and others designated by the President (“Trained Representatives”) will be trained in identifying possible substance abuse.

2) If a Trained Representative reasonably suspects that an Athlete is in possession or under the influence of a Prohibited Substance, the Athlete will be immediately withdrawn from the ongoing KWLAX activity/function.  The subject Athlete’s parents and a KWLAX officer will be notified promptly.  The subject Athlete’s parent or adult designee will be required to provide transportation from the site of the function/activity.  The Athlete will not be allowed to participate in KWLAX activities, including practices or games, until the matter is resolved as described below.   
3) The Trained Representative will promptly convene a meeting to review the incident with the following individuals:

· the Athlete involved;
· the Athlete’s parents or adult designee;
· the coach or coaches;
· a KWLAX officer or other person designated by the President; and
· representative(s) of Humble ISD.
4) The coaches, KWLAX representative and Humble ISD representative (the “Committee”) may investigate further or request additional information.  The Committee will determine from all available information whether sufficient information exists to confirm the suspicions of use or possession of Prohibited Substances.  The initial meeting described in paragraph 3) above, all subsequent meetings of the Committee, the results of any additional investigation and the final determination and recommendation of the Committee shall be minuted and documented and such minutes/documentation retained.  
5) To the extent any use, possession or distribution of a Prohibited Substance is confirmed, sanctions stipulated in the ISD’s “Athletic Policies for the Student Athlete” and the ISD’s Parent/Student Handbook (Section VIII) will apply.

6) KWLAX reserves the right to have Trained Representatives inspect and/or search athletes’ possessions or hotel rooms with or without cause at any time during a KWLAX function or activity. Such inspections and searches may include the use of drug detection dogs or other external resources. Any athlete refusing or impeding such inspection or search will be dismissed, without refund of fees, from KWLAX for one calendar year.
